Is it illegal to park in front of a mailbox?

Yes, according to City ordinance
parking is prohibited within 10
feet of a mailbox Monday
through Saturday from 8 a.m.
to 5 p.m.

The ordinance is in place to help postal workers
access your mailbox, which may otherwise have
to be bypassed until the next delivery day. If
blocked access is a consistent problem, the
postal worker may leave behind a notice to let
you know why you are not receiving your mail.

If you have a problem with a neighbor parking
in front of your mailbox, speak with the
neighbor and try to resolve the issue. Hopefully,
the meeting will turn out to be a good oppor-
tunity to get acquainted while also stopping the
problem, which the neighbor may not have
known he/she was causing.

If you have problems with people parking in
front of your mailbox you can contact the CityÕs
Environmental Code Division at (972) 329-8704
for assistance.

The Mesquite Fire Department
will soon gain control over all
City traffic signals thanks to a
$243,500 grant from FEMA. The
money will be used to buy and
install Opticom control devices at
23 City intersections. The work
will complete the goal of having
all 101 of the CityÕs intersections
equipped with the technology.

Opticom is a small black device
which you may have noticed
attached to the top of many
signal mast arms around the city.
The device is a receiver which
works much like a garage door
opener would for your home. It
allows first responders to send a
signal as they approach an inter-
section, telling the device to
change the light to green, which
allows traffic to clear by the time
the emergency vehicle arrives. It

is also equipped with a device
that prevents non-authorized
people from changing the
signals.

Opticom has been used in
Mesquite since 2001 and is used
in many other parts of the
Metroplex, United States and
around the world. Installation of
the new Opticom devices in
Mesquite is expected to be
complete by the end of next year.
