The City of Mesquite, Historic Mesquite,
Inc. and members of the NAACP Mesquite Chapter
hosted the memorial as a final step in their mission to
preserve and honor the cemetery’s history. The cemetery
was designated a State Historical Cemetery in 2002 by the Texas Historical Commission
and is the final resting place for more than 80 African-American workers of the Dallas
Pressed Brick Company.
