Charitable solicitor regulations 

Citizens are encouraged to be cautious if they choose to donate 
money to individuals on street intersections soliciting for funds 
for a certain cause. The City of Mesquite issues a permit to any 
organization that meets all of the required conditions and 
Mesquite Police officers monitor the activities of the organization 
to ensure compliance with the permit conditions. Anyone who 
has a permit must wear it on their outer clothing and each person 
involved must have a permit.  They must stand on the median 

or other public right-of-way other than the roadway. Soliciting from the roadway is prohibited. 
Each solicitor must also be at least 18 years old. If you witness any questionable activity, 
please call the Mesquite Police Department non-emergency phone number at 972-216-
6759.
