Mesquite Public Library
System adopts no fine policy

Effective October 1, the Mesquite Public Library
System adopted a new “no fine” policy for overdue
materials. Fines will no longer be charged for

items returned after the due date. Previously accrued fines will also be forgiven if the items
are returned in good condition. Library users are still responsible for returning all
materials checked out. If an item is not returned within ten weeks of the initial check out
date, the library cardholder will be billed for the replacement cost of the item and may be
charged a processing fee. The associated account will also be blocked. This new policy was
adopted in an effort to improve customer relations, increase participation in library programs

and services, and

encourage a higher return rate oflibrary materials.
